Rehabilitation Doctorate Sequence of Study

Qualifying Exam

A qualifying oral examination is required prior to or upon completion of 18 units of coursework. Knowledge and
experience in the field will be assessed. Students will provide clearly written goals related to what they expect
to do in their doctoral program and with their future career. Students will be expected to use a scholarly APA
style to construct a written description of the underlying philosophy of rehabilitation. This response should

include at least three scholarly references and consist of a maximum of 1000 words.
